MITI Official to Visit
U.S. and Canada

Makoto Kuroda, director-
general of the International
Trade Policy Bureau of the
Ministry of International Trade
and Industry (MITI) will leave
for the United States on Nov.
18 to explore likely trade
policies of the new UL.S. ad-
ministration.

A Ttanking MITI official,
who declined to be identified
by name, said recently Kuroda
will be sent especially to find
out what attitude the new
administration will take toward
possible causes of friction in
Japan’s trade with the U.S. at
a time when Japan’s trade
surplus with that country
seems likely to set a new
record this year.

There is concern here that
the new administration will
show growing irritation over
the huge U.S. trade deficit
with Japan.

Kuroda will also visit
Canada for a first-hand study
on the external economic
policies of that country’s new

USSR Bomber Violates
Japanese Airspace

A Soviet bomber violated
Japan's territorial  airspace
near the Tsushima Strait be-
tween Japan and South Korea
early Monday morning, the
Defense Agency said.

One of nine Soviet bombers
in formation flight invaded the
airspace west of a tiny island
in the strait for about two
minutes at around 7:45 a.m.,
officials said.

Japanese radars  spotted
seven TU-16 Badgers and two
TU-95 Bears flying from the
continent down to the Sea of
Japan at about 5:20 a.m.

Of the nine, four Badgers
turned around over waters
west of Kyushu at around
7:40 a.m. and flew through
the Tsushima Strait toward the
continent. One of the four
Badgers intruded on Japanese
airspace, the officials said.

The Air Self-Defense Force
sent 40 fighters to keep
watches on the Soviet bomb-
ers, they said.

U.S. B-52 Bombers
Fly to Okinawa Again

Nine U.S. B-52, strategic
bombers flew to Okinawa
again from Guam Island Mon-
day, angering local people
and pacifist groups.

After a KC-135 tanker
plane arrived at the U.S. Air
Force Kadena Base, nine B-52
bombers then flew to the base,
allegedly to take refugee
from a typhoon early Monday
morning.

This followed 11 B-52
bombers which flew to the
base for the same reason on
Oct. 24.

Local people and pacifist
group were reacting against
the flying of B-52s to Oki-
aawa, protesting what they
called a move to make Oki-
nawa a permanent base for
B-52s again.

The bombers were all of the
newest B-52s model capable
of mounting 20 short-range
attack missiles (SRAM) and
four two-megaton hydrogen
bombs.
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
